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Before submitting required DPT application materials,
candidates must first apply to and be accepted by the
UConn Graduate School. The DPT Admissions

Committee will only review completed DPT applications
that include all required support materials. Submis-
sions are welcome beginning November 15" and
submission deadline is January 15 ™.
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All applicants must meet the UConn Graduate School
admission standards and demonstrate successful
completion (generaly B average or better) of
pre-requisite coursework. Also required:
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By enhancing the strong

didactic and clinical education

experience, our DPT program

fosters each student’s individ-

ual talents while pursuing cutting edge research. The
program begins in May and requires three years,
including summer sessions, to complete. The first year
consists of coursework in basic and clinical sciences,
as well as health care practices. During the second
and third years, students participate in clinical experi-
ences that are integrated into the curriculum. During
the third year, students spend 60 percent of their time
in supervised clinical practice.
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Clinical education
is at the heart of
our DPT program.
We require our
students to partici-
pate in four clinical
affiliations that ex-
pose them to a
variety of settings
and a broad range
of patient medical
needs.

Through those experiences, we believe students
integrate and expand the knowledge gained in the
classroom. That's why the Nayden Rehabilitation
Clinic, run by the Department of Physical Therapy,
serves as a local training site for students while
providing care to the University and nearby communities.
Our students also train at top-notch health care
facilities across the country, including Johns Hopkins
Hospital, the Mayo Clinic and St. Jude Children’s
Research Hospital. Other important aspects of our
clinical education are:
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
