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WORLD LANGUAGE EDUCATION (SPANISH) PROGRAM GUIDELINES 

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE IN EDUCATION (SPANSH2 BS) 

These guidelines summarize the requirements for a Bachelor of Science and partial completion of Connecticut certification requirements in 
world language education (7-12) for students following the 2009-2010 requirements. 
 
DEGREE REQUIREMENTS 
 
1. Complete the GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS listed in the Academic Regulations of the University of Connecticut 

Undergraduate Catalog 2009-2010.  In addition to the General Education Requirements (Content Areas 1-4), students must take a course 
in U.S. History. Courses in Content Areas 1-3 must be in different departments. 

 
2. Complete a SUBJECT AREA MAJOR in SPANISH consisting of a minimum of thirty-six (36) credits in courses at the 2000’s level or 

above in the field of concentration.  A minimum of twenty-four (24) credits must be taken in one or two closely related departments.  A 
minimum of twelve (12) credits must be taken in related areas.  Up to six (6) credits in 1000’s level courses may be included with prior 
consent of the faculty advisor. 

 
Requirements include the following proficiency development courses or equivalents:  SPAN 1003/183, 1004/184, 3178/278, 3179/279, 
3242/288, 3241/290, and 3240W/291W. And, at least twelve credits of the following literature courses or equivalents:  SPAN 3260/202, 
3251/209, 3230/220, 3261/223, 3262/224, 3264/226, 3231/281, 3232/282, 4200W/292W, 3265/294, 3233/295, 3234/296, and/or 
3266/297. And, at least nine credits of the following culture and civilization courses or equivalents:  SPAN 3200/200, 3201/201, 
3204/204, 3205/205, 3206/206, 3207/207, and/or 3208/208. 

 
It is strongly recommended that students complete a maximum number of courses in their major language, seize all opportunities to 
develop control of the spoken language, pursue meaningful study abroad at the earliest feasible time.
